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Cultural Presentation

You will give a short oral presentation on your native country and culture to a group of your classmates.  This will give you practice in speaking and listening, and hopefully be a fun and educational experience as well!  

You will need to say your full name and the name of your country, and then talk briefly about 4 different topics.  

Here are some choices for your topics:
· your native language and the area you are from
· the different regions of your country, including weather and products from those areas
· the capital city and any other important cities
· an important holiday and how it is celebrated
· the work/employment situation*
· the medical care*
· families and raising children*
· safety*
· money and banking*
· discrimination*
· education*
· type of government*

For any of the * topics above, explain how they are similar to or different from the U.S.

You will also need to have a visual aid to help explain some part of your presentation.  This could be a poster, a picture, a map, or an item from your native country.  Make sure any visual aid is big enough for a group of about 8 students to see it!

Your presentation on each topic must be short and to-the-point, so that your whole presentation is between 5-7 minutes.  Practice with a timer at home!

Finally, you should NOT read directly from your paper during the presentation; good communication requires looking at people in your group (eye contact) and thinking about what you are telling them!
