SAMPLE DIALOGUE: TRAFFIC STOP
A = Assessor (police officer)

S = Student (driver)
S: 
Hello, officer.
A: 
Can I see your driver’s license, please?
S: 
Yes, officer. Here it is. (Driver gives driver’s license to the police officer.)
A: 
Can I see your vehicle registration and proof of insurance, please?
S: 
Yes, officer. Here they are. (Driver gives documents to the police officer.)
A: 
Do you know why I stopped you?
S: 
No, I don’t, officer.
Here are some possibilities that the officer might ask you about:
You did not stop at the stop sign.
(For example, “Did you see the stop sign back there?”)
You did not stop at the red light.

You made an illegal U-turn.

(For example, “Did you see the no U-turn sign back there?”)
You made an illegal right turn (or left turn).

You were driving too fast (or too slow).
(For example, “Do you know what the speed limit is?”)
You were driving the wrong way.

You did not stop for the pedestrians in the crosswalk. 

(For example, “Did you see the pedestrians in the crosswalk?”)
You did not slow down in the construction zone.

S: 
I’m sorry, officer, but I’m late for school. I’m studying English at Loma Vista.
A: 
Have you been drinking?
S: 
No, I haven’t been drinking, officer.
A: 
Well, I’m going to write you a ticket. I will explain what you can do about the ticket.
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
