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	SAFETY FIRST: What to do when you SEE & HEAR the police behind you


	


PULL OVER TO THE RIGHT WHEN SAFE.

TURN OFF YOUR ENGINE / PUT IGNITION KEY ON DASH.

STAY IN YOUR VEHICLE!!

Keep your hands in plain view, on the steering wheel.

Turn on interior lights (night time only).

Roll down your window slightly and wait for officer to approach.
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	SAFETY SECOND--What to do when the officer approaches your vehicle


Officer asks for driver's license, registration, and proof of insurance.

BE POLITE!!
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	THIRD--AVOIDING CITATIONS


QUESTIONS YOU MIGHT BE ASKED BY THE POLICE:
"DO YOU KNOW WHY I STOPPED YOU?"
GOOD ANSWER: "I don't know officer. Why did you stop me?"
"DO YOU STILL LIVE AT THIS ADDRESS?"
GOOD ANSWER: "Yes officer, that is my current address." or "No officer, I moved two days ago to the following address...."
DO YOU KNOW HOW FAST YOU WERE GOING? (OR: WHAT'S THE HURRY? OR DO YOU KNOW THE SPEED LIMIT HERE?)

GOOD ANSWER: Yes. I was going a SAFE AND REASONABLE speed for conditions in accordance with the BASIC SPEED LAW (VC 22350).
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	STAGE FOUR--ASK, DON'T BEG, FOR A WARNING


THE OFFICER STATES THAT YOU HAVE BROKEN SOME LAW BUT HAS NOT YET WRITTEN A TICKET---ASK FOR A WARNING (approximately 1 of 4 CHP traffic stops last year ended in a Warning, yet officers will seldom ask if you want one--this is your job!) A safe and courteous traffic stop on your part will vastly improve your odds here.
EXAMPLE (SPEEDING VIOLATION): "Well Officer, though you may think I was going a bit over the posted limit, I always drive safely and I know my speed was SAFE & REASONABLE for conditions---would you please give me a WARNING as a reminder?
EXAMPLE (other violations): "I'm always a safe driver officer, and now that I see that sign (or understand this law) I'll certainly never violate it. Would you please give me a warning as a reminder?"
