He didn’t know much English when he moved to the United States in 1989, but he attended class at Loma Vista for five years from 1990 to 1995 and improved tremendously.  His first language is Spanish, but now he is bilingual.  George also applied for citizenship soon after moving to the U.S.  He was naturalized in 2006 after successfully completing the citizenship exam.
George got married in 1998, and he and his wife left Concord for Martinez 10 years ago after their honeymoon.  He and his family currently reside at 231 Rosewood Drive.  It is a single-family house.  The zip code is 94553.  His home number is 925-369-0491.  The Rivera family is not able to own a home, so they must lease on a monthly basis.
Sara Elizabeth is George‘s wife; she kept her maiden name, Rogers.  She is from a small town in Southern California.  George and Sara have two children.  Thomas David was born on March 11, 2002 in Concord.  Leticia Ana was born on August 11, 2004 in Martinez.  They took their father’s last name.  Sara is pregnant with twins, and she is due to deliver on July 21 of this year.
Besides his wife and two children, George’s parents live in the same house.  George’s parents are David and Elena Rivera.  They moved to the U.S. in 2003 and are both retired.  They have applied for U.S. citizenship, but are still waiting to hear back from the immigration office about their status.
